First Reading: Tobit 12:6-14a

A reading from the Book of Tobit

The angel Raphael said to Tobit and his son:
"Thank God!
Give him the praise and the glory.
Before all the living,
acknowledge the many good things

Before all people, honor and proclaim God's deeds,
and do not be slack in praising him.
